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Reorders have been coming in at a steady pace.  Rain continues in the PNW so the crop at this 
early stage still looks good.  Rain also continues in the eastern 2/3 of the country.  It would be 
nice to see some drier weather in those parts while the western plains & east of the Rockies 
could use some moisture.  Tall fescue continues to move up as supplies decreases.  Most of the    
medium red clover is cleaned up until new crop.  

Perennial Ryegrass: Stable at this time.  New crop will be higher. 
T.T. Tall Fescue:  Proprietary & commons continue to strengthen. 
Kentucky Bluegrass: No change. 
Hard Fescue:  Unchanged to date. 
Creeping Red Fescue: Stable at this time  
Chewings Fescue: Prices are stable at this time. 
Sheeps Fescue: Price is unchanged.  
Annual Ryegrass: Price is stable at this time 
Orchardgrass: Prices are currently stable.   
Medium Red Clover: This price is up.   
Highland: Sold out.
